E4: Research paper 

Following are various ways to incorporate and cite information from your sources: 

A short quote integrated into your sentence: Nietzsche’s ideas became “Nietzschean” ideas, and were “claimed by virtually every extreme of German political culture in the decades after the First World War” (Pierpont 1).
Note:

· the lack of a comma before the page number

· the lack of a p. or pg.

· the punctuation (in this case a period) after the parenthetical citation.  

If you quote an entire sentence it works the same way.  However, if you want to quote a passage that is more than four lines, you indent each line and remove the quotation marks.  (Indenting basically takes the place of quotation marks.)  For example: 

Questioning how well Hitler understood Nietzsche is almost beside the point.

Hitler wouldn’t have needed to read anything that Nietzsche wrote in order to assert a version of the “Nietzschean” ideas that were claimed by virtually every extreme of 


German political culture in the decades after the First World War.  By the early

Twenties, crusaders for left-wing causes ranging from socialism to feminism had 

found in Nietzsche a thrilling incitement to “push whatever is falling,” as he put it,

and young people from conservative families who were discovered with his books 

were reportedly locked up with a priest for months.  (Pierpont 1)

So there was something about Nietzsche’s ideas that lent themselves to distortion…

Note that the quoted passage, like the rest of your paper, would be double-spaced, even though I single-space all the examples here.  (It also would not be in bold-face.) 
A quote within a quote: Nietzsche fused the productive with the destructive with his “incitement to ‘push whatever is falling’” (Pierpont 1).  But the productive/destructive phrasing was my idea—not Pierpont’s—so…

When you want to distinguish between your idea and the quoted information, you don’t have to wait until the end of the sentence to insert the parenthetical citation: With his “thrilling incitement to ‘push whatever is falling’” (Pierpont 1), Nietzsche fused the productive with the destructive.
**When you use information but don’t quote, you still cite it!  Extremists on opposite ends of the spectrum claimed Nietzschean ideas as inspiration (Pierpont 1).
When you mention the source’s author in the sentence, or there is no possible ambiguity as to whom you are quoting from, you can leave out the source’s name in your parenthetical citation: Pierpont notes Nietzsche’s contention that “reading, like writing, should be an act of self-creation” (1). 

When you need to modify the quote, use brackets: As Pierpont amusingly points out, “young people from conservative families who were discovered with [Nietzsche’s] books were reportedly locked up with a priest for months” (1).
� Two things to note: First, the author uses quotation marks for Nietzsche’s book “Thus Spoke Zarathustra” because she is not using MLA format.  Since you are using MLA format, you would italicize or underline it.  Also, magazine articles that you find on online archives sometimes do not reproduce the original page numbers.  If you have an article that is not paginated, you should indicate this in a footnote.  Click References, then Insert Footnote.
